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Esperanza Vineyard was established by Judith 
Raven in 2000, and the winery side
was established in 2015. It was the first winery in 
both Spring Branch and Blanco. Using
the fruit produced on the estate itself, and 
supplemented with Texas High Plains fruit,
the winery has produced six varietals with 
multiple vintages, providing a unique wine
tasting experience in the Texas Hill Country.
